Taser is afraid of being sent back to the pound, as that is what
happened when his previous human had to move. The dogs, led by Taser and his buddy Meatloaf,
use their canine senses and pack cooperation to overcome their limitations to help each other and

solve the crime.

There are a
few chapters devoted to what went on while he was "incarcerated" there. The other characters
(dogs) also have a good command of their own English language.The author has writen a
well-defined, taut, empathetic book that can probably be finished in one or two longish readings. If
you like dogs, you'll love this story. Brandon even throws in a snarky Weimaraner and a "hot"
Golden Retreiver Taser longs for."A Howl in the Night" will certainly take your mind off the world
