I like the short pithy chapters. Each chapter begins with part of the Apostles' Creed, chronologically.

It summarizes what Episcopalians believe, and why. We share much of our theology with other

branches of Christianity, but our form of worship differs in many respects. It alludes to the 3

authorities in the Episcopal Church: scripture (first and foremost), tradition, and reason. Al in all, a

good read, even for a 4 decades Episcopalian like myself, who picked this faith from the others,

because the authority of "reason" allowed me to question, to think, and even to doubt at times, and

to still know that God loves me.

I was recently confirmed as a member of the Episcopal Church. The book we studied to prepare for

that event wasÃ‚Â Your Faith, Your Life: An Invitation to the Episcopal Church. I feel that

"Unabashedly Episcopalian" is a great followup to that volume, though not a replacement.There was

a lot of useful information in both tomes. What I especially liked about this book was the way in

which Bishop Andy challenged readers to "do" and not just be content with a cerebral Christianity.

This is important to me, as I am not always inclined towards service as a way of life, and

encouragement of this type reminds me that serving is at the core of true Christianity.

I liked "Unabashedly Episcopalian: Proclaiming the Good News..." so much that I shared it with my

Rector. Well, she still has the softback but I finished reading it in Kindle. I am so impressed that I

reserved Andrew Doyle's new book, "The Jesus Heist". I got that from  too. I think I will finish

reading "The Jesus Heist" before sharing with my Rector this time, lol.

To me, the good news is that I have found a home in the Episcopal Church. I picked up Bishop

Andrew Doyle's book in an attempt to learn more about my new church home. Little did I know that

it would make for such contagiously compelling and faith-full reading. Another reviewer called it a

"love letter to the Episcopal church" - it is that and more.Bishop Doyle himself says it best for me

when he states " I love Jesus and I love our tradition. I am unabashedly Episcopalian and want

others to experience the love of God and our church as I have experienced them..." He has

definitely succeeded in that aim and his love and joy shines through in his writing. Through chapters



that begin with the baptismal promises, the author teaches us as well as reminds and instructs us in

just what we are promising, with church history interspersed along the way. It is a guide in the most

readable way and ultimately, it is a rousing call to service, as we are reminded that we are a

missionary people, whose lives have been transformed by our love for Jesus Christ. It is our

responsibility and privilege to share that Good News with those we meet and to welcome them into

a church where they can be nurtured by the Word of God and joyfully experience His love through

one another.I enjoyed and was inspired by this well written little book and I recommend it not only to

those interested in the Episcopal Church or to those life long church members looking for

refreshment but to all who would be interested in a closer relationship with Jesus. It is, as I have

found the Episcopal Church to be, joyful with the Good News that we are loved by God.

I chose this rating (5 stars) for "Unabashedly Episcopalian" because it is an easy read, and is

written by an Episcopal Bishop who knows this church inside and out. I am a "cradle Episcopalian,"

which simply means my parents and grandparents were all Episcopalian, and I was baptized into

God's kingdom in an Episcopal church. I was born Episcopalian and will die an Episcopalian, and

am proud of my church and its' ties to the Anglican Communion, its traditions, and its inclusiveness.

Bishop Doyle speaks of all these things in his book. I recommend it to be read by anyone who is

Episcopalian or who desires to know more about the Episcopal Church. .
