The map is not laminated, as | mistakenly thought it would be, nor does it cover all of Berlin -- just
the central part and portions of outlying neighborhoods. But it is detailed and easy to read with train
and metro stops indicated, so it will be useful for my trip even if the neighborhood | will be staying in

isn’t well covered.

So | reordered it! | was pleasantly surprised by the depth of information and the quality; this isn’t a
simple, make-money-quick effort but an attempt to give a very thorough idea of what you will see in
Berlin and what its significance is, and it does go off the beaten track to explore parts of Berlin that
other guidebooks don’t seem to. I'm really enjoying the details about architecture, though it covers
all sorts of things and isn’t really written just for travelers in their 20s, like many similar books are. A
more detailed map that can be flipped through rather than unfolded (how much do you want to shout
"Ich bin ein tourist! Come and rob me!") would be welcome, but I'm looking forward to reading

another book in the same series, and I'd definitely recommend it.
