It's a pretty straightforward listing of information; several personal stories at the end offer only a little

color. I was dismayed to read that Jeddah was "initially a quaint fisherman's settlement on the shore

of the Gulf Coast..." --isn't it on the Gulf?

This e-book provided a very good overview of the country, of life for an Expat in Saudi Arabia, and

zoned in with more detailed information for several specific and common areas. I recommend this

for anyone going to work in Saudi Arabia or considering the opportunity.

It seemed like a long list of facts that I probably could have found without buying the book. Some

personal stories with some added humor would have made it a better read.
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
