Knocking back a few beers while

you're canoeing, jumping off rocks into the river, pushing the upper limits of your paddling ability,

etc. are what makes life enjoyable. If you are going to be a worry wort, just sit on your couch.

He lists a whole bunch of lures, tells you to fish deep ledges, then most of the book is river

guidebook which can be obtained from a reputable river guidebook, or even better, from the

Internet.
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
