My college botany classes did not provide me with the
wealth of material in this book, neither have any herbals nor foraging guides, that tell you what
certain plants are good for, but don’t give you a good picture of what they look like; usually no
pictures at all. There are very slight differences sometimes, not easily discernible at first, that
distinguish a plant, or species of a plant, from another, which is very important to know, if you’re
gonna eat’em! Plant hunting can be as much fun as bird-watching, without the need for hundreds of
