The changes in Elise's

relationship with Franklin rang true for the children, and I think the author did a good job of

describing the concerns kids have with feeling like they belong. If I have any complaint, and its a

minor one, I thought some of the eight keys made more useful points than others, and some were

kind of rushed through by the author, but overall, I'm very glad my grandkids read this book.
